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I have begun to subvert the conservative guidelines which bind me. If the vessel must be made in a certain way, then I shall dress it in another. My designs aim to raise a smile to pessimists and the paranoid alike.  
Layered with subversive imagery, personal screen print, multi-layered glazes, lustres, sgrafito, oxides and coloured slips, depicting some of the absurd and banal facets of the ridiculous and strangulated little egg shaped planet we call home.
I am interested in the aesthetic psychology of the expectation of beauty. I have been inspired this year by a number of people - Adrian Saxe, Paul Scott and Grayson Perry. All these Artists/Ceramists project social commentary on the vessel, whether it be from current affairs to personal conquests.  I love the honesty and perhaps the idiosyncrasies expressed by each individual. This concept has layers of metaphor, whether obvious or not.  They make the viewer think and possibly provoke underlying feelings which are not often associated with looking at a beautiful object.
