I am a mixed media artist.  I make figurative work in ceramics and use metals, glass and other items as mixed media additions. I try to show some of the things that make human beings unique – fragility, kindness, affection, humour, thoughtfulness, fear, surprise, puzzlement?  Clay, tin, glass and pewter are strange mediums with which to try to capture fragility, flight and fleeting moments of time or a snapshot of movement, but I like a challenge.  I try to avoid the obvious and the easily readable.

I use a variety of clays and fire at diverse temperatures.  I build the work by rolling out very thin layers of clay and assembling them in a delicate patchwork to form the figure.  I layer the surfaces with coloured slips, wax resists, stencils, oxides and glazes, sometimes firing several times.  With the low fired pieces, I use crackle glazes and smoking to achieve subtle effects.

Upon retirement from teaching at Bexhill 6th form College, I completed Brighton University’s Foundation Degree in Contemporary Crafts Practice and continue to work in my studio at home and to exhibit in the south east of England and occasionally in France.  I am an elected member of Rye Society of Artists and show at their annual summer exhibitions.
