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Although trained as a potter at Hammersmith College of Art, my work is now mainly sculptural.  The inspiration comes mainly from the rural environment in which I live, coupled with mythological traits, eg crows with raptor origins, horse and rider – man as naked as the horse – and I am repeatedly drawn to that most enigmatic of creatures, the hare and its ancient association with man.
I use raku and stoneware clays.  Each piece, once biscuit fired, is individually fired.  The directness of the raku process enhances the immediacy of the modelling.
I exhibit in galleries in the South East of England.  I am Head of Ceramics at St Leonards Mayfield School, and an elected member of The Rye Society of Artists.
