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I come from a family of professional artists.  I completed a fine art foundation course at Hastings College of Arts and Technology from 1981 to 1983.  

I originally trained as a painter but my love of clay started over 20 years ago at a pottery evening class where I found modelling and creating three-dimensional images far surpassed the illusion of painting.  I continued my studies in the potteries (Stoke-on-Trent) at The Sir Henry Doulton School of Sculpture, established by Royal Doulton to train sculptors in traditional techniques, including anatomy, life modelling and all processes involved in creating both small work and large-scale public sculptures.  The school’s patron was the late Dame Elisabeth Frink who had close contact with the students and exhibited her work with us.

I am a figurative artist.  My work is sensitive, sensual and finely modelled.  I work mainly in terracotta, ranging from small, intimate one-off pieces, to large-scale public sculptures - clay cast into bronze or resin.

My love and knowledge of the human form is apparent in my work.  The recurrent theme of dance and movement is inspired from my time studying and working with the dancers at the London City Ballet Company.

As a portraitist in both painging and sculpture, I am regularly commissioned to create these personal treasures of love ones.

I am currently training to be an adult education teacher to enable me to pass on my knowledge and skills to others.
