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I have always had interests in art and decorative objects, inspired I now realise, by my family background, having a father who is a jeweller and a mother who was an antique dealer.

As an artist I can now realise my ambition of being able to design and produce my own works of art.

I am attracted to the voluptuous yet humorous shape of the gourd, the surface of which has allowed me to explore glazing techniques and the lively use of decoration.

Although the gourd, for its appealing shape, is central to some of the work, in other cases it is the marriage of glaze and decorative elements that is the inspiration.  In these cases, other base objects could be used giving potential for further work and ideas.  The items I place onto and insert into the gourds are obtained by recycling old costume jewellery.  When used appropriately, these tawdry trinkets are transformed into beautiful and extravagant decorations that bring to life the whole piece.

The majority of my work is slip-cast from different clays in moulds I have produced myself.  The glazes vary from stained clear glaze, to exciting ,multicoloured crystalline glazes.

I feel my work is very sculptural and pleasing to the eye.
