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Background

After initially studying fine art and working as a teacher and Senior Lecturer in Higher Education, I did a fellowship in ceramic sculpture and exhibited in individual and groups shows.  When I became an LEA Inspector for art and design I became more involved in research and my own work was put on the back burner.  Subsequently I become an independent education consultant and worked with arts organisations and various Government agencies.  

Since moving to East Sussex I have been able to return to making my own work, and in 2005 I establish a ceramics workshop in Battle.   I have become a member of the Sussex Guild, exhibiting with them in the region. In the summer 2007 was a selected exhibitor at Ceramics South East and took part in an exhibition ’Four Fine Artists’ at Todds Gallery in Hastings.  

Current work

Inspired by the coastal and rural landscapes of East Sussex I make hand-built structures and wall panels that are distinctive for their richly textured surfaces created with coloured slips, stains and glazes. Pieces are often gently smoked in oak shavings to add further subtle tones.

Current work includes a series of shell-encrusted, mermaids teapots with holes for the sea to flow through, and panels reflecting the textures and patterns of the seashore. Another group of panels is based on imprints from flowers and plants in my garden. Some plants are placed formally like pages from botanical illustrations, and others are used to create still lives with cups and bowls set on lacy surfaces.
